Enclosed you will find the City of Hughson Treasurer’s Report for March 2011. 
After review and evaluation of the report, I have researched the following Fund’s 
with a deficit balance. After discussion with other management staff personnel, I 
submit the following detailed explanation: 
  
The General Fund currently reflects a negative balance of ($142,641.48). The City 
is currently waiting to receive our allocation of property tax revenue from the 
County of Stanislaus. City expenditures and revenues are currently performing as 
projected, and consistent with our fiscal plan. The current deficit is merely a cash 
flow condition, which will be resolved upon receipt of revenues from the County.  
 
The Public Facilities Development Streets Fund currently reflects a negative 
balance of ($1,038,598.43). The deficit is a result of the Euclid Bridge Project, 
which was constructed in Fiscal Year 2006/2007, for approximately $1.3 million. 
The project was completed in anticipation of funding from an in-coming Developer 
Impact Fees. Unfortunately, the housing market suffered a significant crash, and 
new residential home building in the City declined to a near stop. Once the 
economy strengthens and new building starts, we can recognize Developer Impact 
Fees and begin to reduce the deficit.   
 
The Sewer 0 & M Fund currently reflects a negative balance of ($558,304.23). 
However, in March 2010 the fund balance was ($661,873.89).  The negative fund 
balance has been reduced by $103,569.66, due to the previous increase in the 
sewer rates establish July 1, 2010.   The Fund expenditures and revenues are 
currently performing as projected, and consistent with our fiscal planning.  
  


The Water Developer Impact Fee Fund currently reflects a negative balance of 
($1,477,837.50). The deficit condition is the result of advance funding for 
construction of Well #8. The City has submitted claims for reimbursement of our 
expenditures to the State of California Water Board. Recent communications with 
the State indicate that funding reimbursement for the project should be processed 
and received as soon as practicable.  
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The Transportation Capital Project Fund currently reflects a negative balance of 
($326,750.24) we are currently waiting for reimbursement from the State in 
pending CMAQ funds, additional entries may be necessary to cover “Match” 
portion of expenditures.   
 
The Miscellaneous Grants Fund currently reflects a negative balance of 
($201,051.45). The deficit condition is the result of advanced funding for 
construction of the Fontana Park for approx $220,000 and Starn Park approx 
$12,000 for the projects. The City Staff was recently successful in closing both 
Park Grants, and the State is currently processing the reimbursement in the 
amount of $231,454.00. Upon receipt of the State reimbursement, the Fund deficit 
would be eliminated.

Background: 
 
At its regularly scheduled meeting of September 28, 2009, the Hughson City 
Council adopted Resolution No. 09-68 (attached), which authorized an application 
for Energy Efficiency and Conservation Block Grant Funds (EECBG) and made 
the City Manager, Joe Donabed, the signatory for the application and 
administration of the grant, including the MOU. 
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Discussion: 
 
Subsequent to that resolution, application was made and the City of Hughson was 
awarded funds for energy retrofit in the amount of $36,712. This amount 
represents $5.00 per capita for residents of the City. Turlock Irrigation District 
worked with staff and paid for a consultant who performed an energy audit of City 
facilities. The audit was the basis for development of the work to be done under 
the grant. The work is delineated in the MOU. 
 
The partnership with the SJVUAPCD and the non-profit San Joaquin Valley Clean 
Energy Organization has been beneficial to the City through the grant application 
and pre-construction phases of the project. It will continue to benefit us as we work 
through the project since the ARRA and other federal requirements, such as Davis 
Bacon will be handled by those entities and not us. 
 
Legal: 
 
The City Attorney has reviewed the MOU and recommended minor changes, 
which legal counsel for the SJVUAPCD has agreed to. The MOU before you 
tonight reflects these changes and is therefore the final version. 
 
The City Attorney further recommended that a new resolution be adopted naming 
another signatory to the MOU for two reasons: one, the old resolution is dated and 
two, the resolution specifies the name of an employee no longer with the City. 
 
Fiscal Impact: 
  
This is a reimbursable grant. We pay the contractor and then the grant funds will 
offset the contractor’s payment. Monies have been included in this year’s budget.

Organization (“SJVCEO”) to form the San Joaquin Valley Clean Energy Partnership (“Partnership”) 


to assist small cities and counties in applying for and administering the Program; and 


 WHEREAS, the City was allocated $36,712 under Award Agreement CBG-09-135 (“Award 


Agreement”) to implement certain identified projects; and 


 WHEREAS, the parties agreed the City would direct its allocation under the Award 


Agreement to SJVUAPCD and that the Partnership will implement the Program within the City.

Upon receipt of Program funds awarded to the City, SJVUAPCD shall utilize the funds 


for Program implementation within the City and be responsible for any and all monitoring and 


reporting requirements associated with the Program.  SJVUAPCD agrees to implement the City’s 


local program in accordance with the applicable terms of the City Award Agreement.  The 


SJVCEO shall be the Partnership’s implementation agent for the collection of data and 


coordination of the projects’ implementation. 


The City, SJVUAPCD, SJVCEO and the Partnership, as applicable, agree to comply with all 


applicable requirements of the Award Agreement General Terms and Conditions which are 


incorporated herein by reference and are available on the web address:

3. PERMITS 


The City is responsible for proper permitting for applicable projects identified in the 


Award Agreement.   


4. PROJECT BIDDING 


The City will be offered multiple options for contracting work for energy efficiency 


projects.  The City will work with the SJVCEO to establish the most effective process or 


processes to procure services.   Available methods of procurement include one or more of the 


following: 


 


 


1. Jurisdiction Procurement- The City will conduct its own bidding process and 


subcontractor selection using its standard procedures.  RFP templates with Award 


Agreement requirements will be available for use.  The Partnership will work to 
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Concurrent with the submittal of any Program reports to the California Energy 


Commission, U.S. Department of Energy, or U.S. Office of Management and Budget, 


SJVUAPCD shall provide the City with such reports. 


provide any other assistance the jurisdiction requires.   


2. Sole Source Selection- If necessary and eligible the City can choose to make a sole 


source selection of a contractor.  If this option is chosen, justification must be 


submitted in written form for the CEC to review.   


3. Assisted Procurement- The Partnership can provide assistance with the bidding and 


selection of a contractor if the resources are not available for the City to conduct the 


procurement themselves. 


4. Job Order Contracting- The option is available to utilize a yet to be determined Job Order 


Contractor.  The process will consist of the Partnership bidding and selecting a 


Contractor, followed by that contractor bidding out work to subcontractors to do the 


work.  The selected Job Order Contractor will be responsible for all project 


procurement, reporting and wage submission.   


5. PG&E Streetlight Program- For Jurisdictions with a portion of their work through the 


LED Streetlight Program; PG&E will be responsible for the bidding and reporting 


requirements associated with that portion of the project.   However, PG&E will 


submit all invoices to the Jurisdiction.   


Under the guidance of the Partnership all RFP’s must require eligible bidders to meet the 


applicable requirements of ARRA and CEC funding including but not limited to Buy 


American, Davis Bacon Act, and Weekly Payroll Submission.  To ensure all the applicable 


requirements are met, RFP’s are subject to Partnership review and approval prior to release. 


The Partnership will review winning bids as well to ensure subcontractor is eligible to 


compete for and receive Federal Funding.  Per CEC requirements, the City is not permitted to let 


project work begin until there is notification from the CEC approving applicable subcontracts 


and wage determinations.   


5. REPORTING 


The City shall provide all necessary reports requested by the Partnership for reporting 


purposes in a timely manner.  Such reports may include utility records 12 months prior to project 
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The City shall submit invoices from subcontractor to SJVCEO to ensure timely 


reimbursement.  Invoices will be collected by SJVCEO staff and reviewed by SJVUAPCD 


before submitting the reimbursement request to the CEC.  Following review and payment from 


the State Controller’s Office, payment will be received by the SJVUAPCD and distributed to the 


Jurisdiction.  The SJVUAPCD will pursue expedited reimbursement from CEC.

Background: 
 
Over the last few years, the City has accumulated approximately $77,000 in 
Community Enhancement Fund revenue. Community Enhancement Funds are 
received from a fee placed on all new homes built in the City.  The purpose of this 
report is to provide the Council the opportunity to discuss how these funds should 
be utilized.  Council directed staff to return with suggested projects and staff has 
provided a list of projects for Council consideration and approval. 
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Staff has provided three suggestions listed below. 
 
Repainting Water Tower – The Hughson Water Tower is a local landmark that is 
seen by anyone driving through town on Santa Fe Road as well as the downtown 
area.  This tower serves as the gateway landmark to the railway and vehicle traffic 
as it enters our community from the northwest or southeast along Santa Fe Road. 
 
In order to improve the look and feel of the community, Staff is recommending that 
approximately $30,000 in Community Enhancement Funds be utilized to 
rejuvenate and repaint the Hughson Water Tower.  The tower would be painted in 
“Hughson Beige” with the words “Welcome to Hughson” in black on both sides of 
the tank, visible along Santa Fe Road.   
 
There is also an opportunity to add a logo on the east side of the tank. In casual 
discussions with individuals in the community, some have suggested placing a 
Huskies’ paw print on that side.  Knowing the pride that exists in the community for 
the high school’s academic and sports programs, Staff would recommend placing 
the iconic Husky paw print on the east side of the tank.  
 
Since the cost is estimated less than $50,000, bids have been collected using the 
City’s Informal Bid procedure. (Attached as Exhibit b)   
 
The City received four informal bids ranging from $24,980 to $106,570, and is 
recommending the City select Gold Star Painting, who was the lowest and most 
responsive bidder. The bids are as follows: 
 


• Gold Star Painting   $ 24,980.00 
• Water-Mix    $ 47,750.49 
• APEX     $ 65,700.00 
• West Painting   $106,570.00 


 
In addition, the City is requesting allocation of $5,020 in order to provide the option 
of including the Huskie’s Paw Print Logo. The total cost of the project is not to 
exceed $30,000.  
 
Hughson High School Community Sports Field project:  Currently the School 
District owns vacant land east of the baseball diamond and football field at the 
high school. The goal is to install additional sports fields that would include 
baseball, softball, and soccer fields.  Staff believes this is an excellent project that 
has tremendous benefit to the general community. As a result staff would like the 
Council to consider allocating $25,000 in Community Enhancement Funds to help 
support this project. 
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Before these funds could be given to the project, a Memorandum of 
Understanding (MOU) between the District and the City that articulates the 
community use opportunities would need to be developed.  The City Council and 
the District Board would then have to review and approve the MOU before the 
funds could be dispersed.  The funds cannot be dispersed until the MOU is 
formalized and adopted by both the boards of the School District and the City. 
 
Does the Council support using $25,000 in Community Enhancement Funds for 
this purpose? 
 
Lighting Improvement Project at Tully Road and Hatch Road:  Staff is in the 
process of completing improvements at the intersections of Hatch  and Tully Road, 
Seventh Street and Euclid Avenue.  
 
The purpose of the improvements is to increase visibility of these intersections. 
These improvements include the installation of reflector signs, which has been 
completed. Staff is getting estimates for lighting and upon receipt of informal bids, 
staff will return with an item for Council consideration.      
 
It is anticipated that the remaining Community Enhancement Funds will be 
insufficient to install lighting at all three bridges and the project will require 
additional funding from other sources. Staff is currently reviewing other options.  
 
Recommendation:  Council is requested to take two separate actions. 
 


1. Adopt Resolution 2011-033 adopting an additional allocation from 
Community Enhancement Funds in the amount of $77,000 to be allocated 
to fund 20-7003-800.; and 
 


2. Adopt Resolution 2011-034 awarding a bid to Gold Star Painting for the 
Hughson Water Tank Rehab Project in the amount of $24,980, not to 
exceed $30,000 and authorizing the City Manager to sign the contract on 
behalf of the City.

Bids have been collected using the City’s Informal Bid procedure.   
 


3.24.070 Informal bidding procedure. 
Where the estimated value of the purchase of supplies or equipment is 
greater than $5,000, but less than $15,000, the purchasing officer may 
make the purchase in the open market under the following procedure (this 
procedure may be referred to as the “open market” procedure), and need 
not return to the city council for authorization to make the purchase, if the 
purchase is authorized in the budget. 


A. Inviting Bids. The purchasing officer shall solicit bids by written 
request to prospective vendors, or by telephone, or by public notice 
posted at City Hall, or any convention thereof. 
B. Bids. Bids received shall be kept by the purchasing officer for a 
period of one year after the submission of bids, and shall be public 
record. 
C. Award of Bids. The purchasing officer shall award the bid to the 
bidder who best meets the city’s needs, including timing, cost, 
responsiveness, service availability (where appropriate) and 
responsibility. (Ord. 02-01 § 2, 2002) 
 


3.24.080 Bidding procedure for purchasing between $15,000 and $50,000. 
Where the estimated value of the purchase of supplies or equipment is 
equal to or greater than $15,000, but less than $50,000, the purchasing 
officer may utilize the procedure specified in HMC 3.24.070 to obtain bids; 
provided, however, that he shall first obtain the consent of the city council 
before awarding any contract or purchase. (Ord. 02-01 § 2, 2002).
