Background:

At its regularly scheduled meeting of November 23, 2009, the City Council
adopted Resolution No. 2009-83, awarding a construction contract to low bidder
GSE Construction for Well No. 8 improvements and connecting pipelines. The bid
was awarded in the amount of $2,268,700.

Discussion:

Well No. 8 is the first water treatment facility within the Hughson city limits. The
treatment process uses a polymer which encourages arsenic to adhere to iron
particles in the water. The resultant weight drops the arsenic/iron to the bottom of
a settling tank and after filtration, allows it to be pumped to waste. The water from
this well and treatment facility is testing arsenic compliant as expected.

The Well No. 8 project is complete and the State Department of Public Health has
authorized the City to provide water from Well No. 8 to the public water system.

Fiscal Impact:
Monies for the project were made available by the State Revolving Loan Fund
through a loan with forgivable principle.

The operating costs of the treatment process are anticipated to be more than the
costs for a well with no treatment. Staff will be monitoring operating costs for this
treatment facility to enable accurate operating estimates in the future.
