He discussed 
his meetings with other residents and expressed his interest in bringing a "National 
Night Out" event to Hughson as a tool in educating the residents. He also 
encouraged anyone with information on any criminal activity contact Crime Stoppers 
to report it. He assured that all calls remain anonymous. 

Reverend Ernie Spears and Ms. Vicki Fontana with the Hughson Family Resource 
Center provided additional comments. Reverend Spears stressed the importance of 
the community working together to educate one another and put a stop to the criminal 
activities taking place. Ms. Fontana offered assistance from the Family Resource 
Center in facilitating education awareness on gangs and violence.

Mayor Bawanan presented Jacob Rohn 
his certificate. Jacob spoke to the audience about earning his Eagle Scout 
badge. 

b) Greenhouse Gas Emission Inventory Report and Powerpoint 
Presentation by Dejeune Shelton, Interim Executive Director, Great 
Valley Center. 
(Clark - Staff Report Included) 

Ms. Shelton presented a power point to the Council reviewing Hughson's 
Greenhouse Gas Emission Inventory Report. No action was taken on this item. 

CITY BUSINESS - CONSIDER THE FOLLOWING: 

3) Consideration of Resolution No. 2011-067. authorizing the City Manager to 
Sign the Joint Powers Authority Agreement Between the Cities of Ceres, 
Hughson, Modesto, and Turlock to Form the Stanislaus Regional Water

Surface Water Supply Project and By Motion Order Appoint a Voting Member

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City Manager Wliitemyer and Director Clark discussed this item in detail with 
the Council. Staff explained that the project would be an excellent source of 
clean drinking for the participating cities, but did not recommend entering into 
the Joint Powers Agreement (JPA) at this time because of the expenses related 
to the project. Staff recommended that the City Council continue to participate 
in the project meetings, and consider directing Staff to negotiate a joint 
Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) with the JPA once the JPA forms. 

Beekman/Carr 5-0-0-0 motion passes for the City to opt out of entering the JPA, 
but direct Staff to negotiate entering a joint MOU with the JPA for the proposed 
Regional Surface Water Supply Project.

Director Clark discussed the Title 17 Zoning Ordinance amendments being 
proposed and advised that the Hughson Planning Commission also held a 
Public Hearing on this item on August 16, 2011. The Commission reviewed the 
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amendments and adopted a Resolution recommending the amendments to the 
City Council for review and approval. 

Mayor Bawanan opened the Public Hearing at 8:39pm and with no comments 
made, the Mayor closed the hearing at 8:39pm. 

SilvaA^oung 5-0-0-0 motion passes to approve the introduction and waive the 
first reading of Ordinance No. 2011-05, amending the Title 17 Zoning Ordinance 
to Reduce Building Setbacks in Downtown, Amending Parking Regulations in 
the Downtown Commercial Zone and Amend the Administrative Permit 
Provisions. 

b) Consider Resolution No. 2011-068. adopting the Supplemental Law 
Enforcement Services (COPS) Funds 2011-2012 Funding Allocation 
and Expenditure Plan. 
(Gharat - Staff Report Included) (Motion Needed) 

Chief Gharat with Hughson Police Services discussed this Item with the 
Council and recommended that the Council approve the use ofthe COPS 
Supplemental Law Enforcement Services Fund for the purposes of funding a 
Deputy Sheriff-Coroner position to increase law enforcement presence and 
capacity and to fund part-time enforcement to improve the quality of life in the 
City. 

Mayor Bawanan opened the Public Hearing at 8:52pm. 

Reverend Ernie Spears and resident Julie Strain asked whether the funds might 
be utilized for School Resource Officer (SRO). Chief Gharat and City Manager 
Whitemyer advised that the City and School District usually share the costs of 
a SRO but are unaware if the School District has available funding for this 
purpose. However, Chief Gharat further advised that the Deputy Sheriff-
Coroner position to increase presence of law enforcement would be able to 
provide more attention to the schools. 

The Mayor closed the hearing at 8:55pm. 

CORRESPONDENCE: 

No Correspondence was scheduled. 

CITY MANAGER REPORT: 

City Manager Whitemyer updated the Council ofthe grants the City is currently 
working on, including the Safe Routes to School, HOME partnership, and the flex fuel 
and fueling station grant. He also advised the Council of his meetings on the 
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Economic Development Business Incubator and reported that Staff cited 25 cars in its 
abandon vehicle abatement program. 

CITY CLERK REPORT: 

COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT DIRECTOR REPORT: 

Director Clark advised the Council that the WWTP has transitioned from use at the 
old plant to the new plant expansion that will be completed soon. 

DIRECTOR OF FINANCE REPORT: 

Finance Manager Whiteside updated the Council on the govpay.net program, which 
will allow residents to pay their utility bills by credit card and over the phone. This 
program will be implemented in the next few weeks. 

POLICE SERVICES REPORT: 

Chief Gharat advised that the Sheriff's Contract is going to the Board of Supervisors 
for approval on September 13. 

CITY ATTORNEY REPORT: 

CITY COUNCIL MEMBERS REPORTS AND COMMENTS: 

Councilmember Carr requested that Staff look into acquiring the building on the 
Camagna Property. 

Councilmember Silva advised she met with Waste Management and they have 
agreed to assist in educating the Hughson community on conservation and their 
options on garbage containers and rates. 

Councilmember/Mayor Pro Tem Beekman asked that the record reflect that the 
Hughson City Council voting a 5-0 vote to not enter the J P A for the Regional Surface 
Water Supply Project has no reflection on the quality or greatness ofthe project, but 
simply that the City of Hughson cannot afford it. Councilmember Beekman also 
reminded Staff about the Fapade Improvement Program and requested that Staff 
educate the program. 

Councilmember Young updated the Council on his meeting with the Alliance and 
advised that the Hughson Harvest Festival is coming along very well. 

Mayor Bawanan congratulated Councilmember Young on his recent promotion to 
Lieutenant with the City of Modesto Police Department. The Mayor also thanked 
Staff for their work and thanked the citizens for providing comments and feedback at 
public comment period.

ORDINANCE NO. 2011-05 

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HUGHSON AMENDING 
HUGHSON MUNICIPAL CODE TITLE 17 ZONING ORDINANCE TO REDUCE 

BUILDING SETBACKS IN DOWNTOWN; AMEND PARKING REGULATIONS IN THE 
DOWNTOWN COMMERCIAL ZONE; AND AMEND THE ADMINISTRATIVE PERMITS 

PROVISIONS 

Whereas building setbacks in the C-2 General Commercial Zoning District, 
including the area designated as Downtown Commercial in the General Plan, are 
currently eight (8) feet for the front yard; and 

Whereas Hughson's Downtown was historically built with no front yard setbacks, 
creating a traditional urban sense of place and an identifiable downtown core; and 

Whereas this traditional downtown form has proven itself to be a successful 
commercial model; and 

Whereas requiring front yard setbacks in the Downtown area would separate 
building fronts from the sidewalks, not blend with current Downtown buildings, not allow 
the traditional feel of a downtown, and not add to the identity of Hughson; and 

Whereas modern planning principles, such as Form Based Codes and the Smart 
Code, encourage downtown buildings with no front setbacks; and 

Whereas the Planning Commission ofthe City of Hughson has recommended 
that front yard setbacks in the Downtown be reduced by adoption of Resolution No. PC 
2011-03; and 

Whereas the parking requirements in the Downtown Commercial Zoning District 
will hamper development of lots in that Zoning District and may, in some cases, 
preclude development completely; and 

Whereas the current requirements require one parking space for every 300 
square feet of retail and office floor area, and one space for every 100 square feet of 
restaurant area; and 

Whereas a survey of parking spaces needed and parking spaces which actually 
exist in the Downtown Commercial Zone shows that there is a need for a total of 927 
parking spaces and the existing and potential parking spaces is 752 resulting in an 
inability to meet the current requirements of the Zoning Code; and 
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Whereas neighboring cities have relaxed parking requirements in their downtown 
areas from one space for every 300 square feet of retail and office space to one space 
for every 500 square feet in the downtown area; and 

Whereas there is no consistency throughout the Downtown District with 
availability of on-street parking, pedestrian accessibility, or the same potential for 
development, so the district was divided into three separate areas for further study - the 
Downtown Core, Downtown Transitional, and Downtown South; and 

Whereas the Downtown South area is the area in the Downtown District south of 
Whitmore Avenue and does not have any on-street parking and parking will be needed 
when this area develops therefore no changes in the parking requirements are 
recommended in this area; and 

Whereas the Downtown Transition area consists mostly of residential uses with 
the opportunity of converting to retail uses in the future which would require additional 
parking spaces if the uses are converted. Therefore, the zoning ordinance for this area 
will be amended to require one parking space per 500 square feet of retail and office 
space, and one space per 200 square feet for restaurants; and 

Whereas the Downtown Core area is the focal point of the existing downtown 
and consists of primarily commercial uses with a variety of retail businesses, 
restaurants, and offices. This area is primarily developed and has the most on-street 
parking. Therefore, the zoning ordinance for this area will be amended to eliminate off-
street parking requirements in this area. 

Whereas the Planning Commission ofthe City of Hughson has recommended 
that the parking requirements in the three downtown areas be amended; and 

Whereas Hughson Municipal Code Section 17.04.008 contains the provisions 
pertaining to administrative permits; and 

Whereas an administrative permit is intended to be a ministerial function but 
Section 17.04.008(F) ofthe Hughson Municipal Code requires a public hearing prior to 
approval of an administrative permit; and 

Whereas the City would like to clarify the provisions pertaining to administrative 
permits by amended Section 17.04.008(F) to provide for staff review with notice, but not 
a public hearing for administrative permits; and 

Whereas the Planning Commission ofthe City of Hughson has recommended 
that a staff review with notice procedure be added to Section 17.04.008 ofthe Hughson 
Municipal Code by adoption of Resolution No. P C 2011-04; and 

Whereas the City Council therefore desires to amend Title 17 of the City's 
Municipal Code to allow, and in certain places require, buildings to have no setbacks in 
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the front yards to better conform with existing buildings and build a more traditional 
urban core; and 

Whereas the City Council therefore desires to amend Title 17 ofthe City's 
Municipal Code to amend the parking requirements in the Downtown District to 
encourage development; and 

Whereas the City Council therefore desires to amend Title 17 ofthe City's 
Municipal Code to allow for staff review with notice, but not a public hearing for 
administrative permits. 

The City Council ofthe City of Hughson, DOES H E R E B Y ORDAIN as follows: 

Section 1 Adoption: This Ordinance does hereby amend Title 17 as specified 
below. 

Section 2. Amendments: 

a. Table 17.02.012.1 shall hereby be amended by adding footnote (c) to the eight 
foot front yard setback shown for the C-2 zoning district. Footnote (c) shall read: 
None (Zero Feet) in Downtown. See Section 17.02.012 (E)(2)(e). 

b. Section 17.02.012 (E)(2)(e) shall be added and read: The front yard setback of 
zero feet is botti a minimum and a maximum on IHugtison Avenue. Minor 
variations in the maximum setback (not more than two (2) feet in depth) are 
allowed for up to 15% of the fagade length. The remainder of the Downtown shall 
have a minimum setback of zero feet. The rear yard setback in the Downtown 
may also be zero feet so long as the setback is consistent with Table 
17.02.012.1. Variations in the maximum front yard setback on Hughson Avenue 
may be approved in accordance with l-iughson Municipal Code Section 
17.04.044. No front yard setback in the Downtown shall be greater than that 
allowed in the C-2 zoning district. 

c. Section 17.03.060 and Table 17.03.060.1 shall hereby amended to read as 
follows: 

17.03.060Parl<ing. 

A. Purpose. The purpose of this section is to provide accessible off-street 
parking facilities for the parking of self-propelled motor vehicles and bicycles on public 
or private property in connection with the erection or major alteration, extension or 
change of use of any building or structure, unless othenwise stipulated, in the amounts 
as specified in this section. 
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B. General provisions. 

1. Parking requirements for new development. New 
development shall comply with the off-street parking requirements identified in 
subsection (C) of this section. 

2. Parking requirements for changes to existing development. 
Whenever a building is increased in size, whether by units or dimensions, or 
is moved from one lot to another, the following shall apply: 

a. Parking based on square feet of building. Any building 
that is remodeled, altered, or enlarged, thereby increasing its gross floor area 
so that it equals or exceeds any minimum areas established for off-street 
facilities, shall provide off-street facilities as required in subsection (C) of this 
section for the entire building. For projects adding 15 percent or less of the 
original gross floor area, no additional parking facilities shall be required 
provided that the applicant demonstrates to the Planning Officer's satisfaction 
that the additional floor area will not generate additional demand for on-site 
parking. 

b. Parking based on units. Any building that is 
remodeled, altered or enlarged so as to provide more units, shall be required 
to provide and maintain off-street parking facilities for the additional units, as 
required in subsection (C) of this section, unless said units constitute 15 
percent or less ofthe original total units in which case no additional parking 
facilities shall be required. 

c. Parking requirement for buildings or structures moved 
from one lot to another. Any building or structure which is moved from one lot 
to another shall provide parking in the amount required by this section for a 
new building or structure. 

3. Changes in use for existing buildings. The Planning 
Commission (or, for buildings existing on January 1, 1983, the Planning 
Officer) may waive or modify any ofthe provisions of this section, provided 
the following findings are made: 

a. That such action would not be detrimental to any 
surrounding property or use; 

b. That adequate on-street legal parking exists to 
accommodate the proposed use of the site; 
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c. That such action would not create a traffic hazard; 

d. That such action applies to a proposed use in an 
existing building; and 

e. In situations where a new building or an addition to an 
existing building of over 15 percent of the floor area of the building is 
proposed, the Planning Commission may waive or modify the parking space 
requirements if such required spaces are provided on another parcel within 
200 feet ofthe proposed building. In lieu of providing spaces, the property 
owner may pay a fee for each space, as determined by the City Council by 
resolution or ordinance, with the fee to be placed in a fund for use by the City 
for providing parking in the area. 

4. Existing facilities. 

a. Existing off-street parking facilities shall not be 
eliminated nor reduced to an amount less than that required for new 
buildings. 

b. Where a parking plan includes access driveways or 
curb cuts that would cause one or more existing marked, on-street parking 
spaces or bicycle parking spaces to be eliminated, the off-street parking 
requirement shall be increased by the number of on-street parking spaces 
that are to be eliminated. 

5. Loading spaces. Loading space, exclusive of driveways 
and/or corridors leading thereto, shall not be considered as supplying off-
street parking space, nor shall anything in this section prevent the provision of 
parking space in excess of the amount specified. 

6. Historic buildings. As provided by Hughson Municipal Code 
Section 17.03.040, exceptions to the requirements of this section for historic 
buildings may be granted by the Planning Commission. 

C. Parking requirements by use. 

1. Minimum parking requirements. 

a. The vehicular parking requirements in Table 
17.03.060.1 shall be considered minimum requirements in all districts, except 
as provided otherwise by this section. Parking requirements shall be 
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cumulative whenever more than one use is present on the site, except as 
otherwise provided by this section. 

b. Where the application of these standards would result 
in a fractional number of spaces, any fraction less than one-half shall be 
disregarded, and fractions of one-half or greater shall require one parking 
space. 

c. For uses that are allowed but are not specified in 
Table 17.03.060.1 or Section 17.03.060. J. and must be approved by the 
Planning Commission, the parking requirement shall be determined by the 
Planning Commission; in all other cases, the parking requirement shall be 
determined by the Planning Officer. 

d. For the purposes of interpreting these requirements, 
each 1.5 linear feet of a bench shall be counted as one seat.

e. Truck loading spaces and bicycle parking shall be provided as required by 
subsections (H) and (I) of this section. 
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2. Maximum vehicular parking. 

a. The maximum number of off-street vehicular parking 
spaces allowed as of right shall be 200 percent ofthe minimum number 
specified in this subsection. 

b. An administrative permit may be granted to set the 
maximum number of off-street vehicular parking spaces at up to 300 percent 
ofthe minimum specified in this section. The exact percentage shall be 
specified in the administrative permit, which shall be processed in accordance 
with the requirements of Hughson Municipal Code Section 17.04.008. The 
Planning Officer shall grant the administrative permit subject to the following 
findings: 

i. The proposed use will endanger the public 
health, safety or welfare or create significant conflicts with surrounding uses 
unless the maximum parking requirement is increased. 

ii. The proposed increase in parking is no greater 
than necessary to avoid these conflicts and protect the public health, safety or 
welfare. 

D. Location of off-site parking facilities.

a. If any portion of the off-site parking area is 
established to meet the minimum amounts specified for any major land use 
under this section, the off-site parking area shall be provided and maintained 
in the same ownership as that ofthe property on which the major land use is 
located, or if under different ownership, the applicant shall enter into a legally 
binding contract, approved by the Planning Officer, committing to the owner of 
the parking area to retain that property as parking as long as needed to 
maintain the minimum parking requirement for the major land use. 

b. The required parking space(s) must be located on an 
adjacent parcel or site that is readily accessible to the site containing the 
building, structure, improvement, or use requiring the parking space(s). 

E. Minimum dimensions - Off-street parking areas. 
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1. All off-street parking facilities provided under the terms of this 
section shall comply with the following minimum dimensions for off-street 
parking and maneuvering space: 

a. Ninety-degree angle parking. Each parking space 
shall be not less than nine feet wide nor less than 19 feet in length. 
Maneuvering space shall be not less than 24 feet in width. Total minimum 
width of parking area: 43 feet. 

b. Sixty-degree angle parking. Each parking space shall 
be not less than nine feet wide perpendicular to the parking angle nor less 
than 21 feet in length; measured at right angles to the building, curb or 
bumper line. Maneuvering space shall be not less than 18 feet in width 
perpendicular to the building or parking line. Total minimum width of parking 
area: 39 feet. 

c. Forty-five-degree angle parking. Each parking space 
shall be not less than nine feet wide perpendicular to the parking angle nor 
less than 19 feet 10 inches in length when measured at right angles to the 
building, curb or bumper line. Maneuvering space shall be not less than 13 
feet in width perpendicular to the building or parking line. Total minimum width 
of parking area: 32 feet 10 inches. 

d. Thirty-degree angle parking. Each parking space shall 
be not less than nine feet wide perpendicular to the parking angle nor less 
than 17 feet four inches in length when measured at right angles to the 
building, curb or bumper line. Maneuvering space shall be not less than 11 
feet in width perpendicular to the building or parking line. Total minimum width 
of parking area: 28 feet four inches. 

2. The Planning Commission shall have the authority to 
establish and/or approve parking stall and maneuvenng area dimensions for 
parking angles other than those specified herein. 

3. When off-street parking facilities are located adjacent to a 
public alley, the width of said alley may be assumed to be a portion ofthe 
maneuvering space requirement. 

4. A walkway, if provided, shall be in addition to the minimum 
requirement for parking and maneuvering space herein required. 

5. Where off-street parking facilities are provided in excess of 
the amounts herein specified, or when off-street parking facilities are 



provided, but not required by this section, the off-street parking facilities shall 
comply with the minimum requirements for parking and maneuvering space 
herein specified. 

F. Development and maintenance of off-street parking areas. Every 
parcel of land hereafter used as a public or private off-street parking area, as 
required by this section, shall be developed and maintained as follows: 

1. Every parking area shall be paved and maintained so as to 
eliminate dust or mud. All parking areas shall be graded and drained to 
provide for the on-site disposal of all surface water where no city storm drains 
are available. In no case shall such drainage be allowed to cross sidewalks. 
Best Management Practices (BMPs) shall be incorporated to manage the 
water quality of runoff from parking lots. 

2. Every parking area not separated by a fence from any street 
or alley property line upon which it abuts shall be provided with a suitable 
concrete curb or timber barrier not less than six inches in height located not 
less than two feet from such street or alley line. Such curb or barrier shall be 
securely installed and maintained. No such curb or barrier shall be required 
across any driveway or entrance to the parking area. 

3. Every non-residential parking area abutting property zoned 
for residential use shall be separated from such property by a solid wall, view-
obstructing fence or hedge of not less than six feet, except within front 
setback areas where the fence shall be reduced to three and one-half feet. 

4. The Planning Commission may grant a reduction in the total 
number of required parking spaces when the application of these standards 
and regulations to an existing parking area would result in a number of 
parking spaces less than that required in Table 17.03.060.1. or Section 

17.03.060. J. 

5. Parking areas shall be used for automobile parking only. 
Other activities, including but not limited sales, dead storage, repair work, 
dismantling or servicing of any kind, shall not be permitted within parking 
areas; 

6. If lighting is provided it shall be arranged to reflect away from 
the residential area, also from any public street or highway;

7. Within required front yard setback areas vehicles shall be 
parked only in paved parking areas which meet the parking area development 
standards outlined in this subsection. Vehicles may be parked in non-paved 
areas outside ofthe front setback with Planning Official determination that 
such a parking arrangement will not conflict with the purpose of this 
subsection. 

8. Parking areas shall not be located in the front of buildings in 
downtown Hughson, as designated in the Hughson General Plan as 
Downtown Commercial. Parking shall be located either to the side or to the 
rear ofthe building. 

9. Parking lots in front yard areas shall be separated from the 
sidewalk by screen planting or as provided in landscaping regulations. 

10. If desired, up to 20 percent of the parking spaces provided 
may be designated as compact car spaces measuring a minimum of seven 
feet by 13 feet. The small car spaces shall be identified by painting "compact" 
on the pavement of said spaces. 

11. Handicapped Parking. Parking spaces shall be provided in 
all parking areas for use by handicapped persons only, as required by 
Hughson Municipal Code Title 15. 

G. Landscaping in parking lots. The following requirements shall apply 
to all open off-street parking areas: 

1. At least 2 trees shall be provided for every ten parking 
spaces. The trees shall be planted in tree wells measuring at least six feet by 
six feet and shall be evenly dispersed throughout the parking lot. 

2. At least 60 percent of the paved surface of a parking lot shall 
be shaded by tree canopies at high noon within 15 years after acquiring 
building permits for the parking lot. The trees to be planted to develop such a 
canopy shall be in accordance with Hughson Municipal Code Section 
17.03.092 and the City's Street Tree Plan. Plans submitted for development 
review shall show the estimated tree canopies after 15 years of growth and 
the total area in square feet ofthe area shaded by tree canopies. To 
determine the area shaded by canopies, the following method shall be used: 

a. Determine the total area of the parking lot, deducting 

any areas covered by structures; 



b. Measure the shaded area as the area projected to be 
directly under each tree canopy after 15 years, including both paved areas 
and landscape planters; and 

c. All landscaping shall be protected by front wheel 

retention strips. 

H. Truck loading and unloading space. Requirements for truck loading 
and unloading spaces shall be as provided in Hughson Municipal Code 
Section 17.03.096. 

I. Bicycle parking. 

1. All non-residential uses and multiple-family residential uses 
shall provide at least two bicycle parking spaces, or one bicycle parking 
space for every 20 required motor vehicle parking spaces, whichever is 
greater. 

2. In addition to any requirements in the City Construction 
Specifications, each bicycle parking space shall provide a securely-anchored, 
stationary parking device that is adequate to lock and secure a six foot long 
bicycle. 

3. All bicycle parking spaces shall be conveniently located to 
the buildings that they serve, and pedestrian walkways shall be provided 
between the bicycle parking spaces and the nearest building entrance. 

4. For multi-family residential uses that are required to provide 
bicycle parking, all required bicycle parking spaces shall be located in 
permanently covered areas, either inside or outdoors, that are designed to 
protect the bicycle from rainfall. 

J . Off-street parking reduction opportunities. 

1. On-street parking. In non-residential districts where on-street 
parking is available, where the entirety of a marked, on-street parking space 
or bicycle parking space is adjacent to a particular site, the on-street parking 
space may be counted towards any off-street parking requirement for that 
site. 

2. Shared parking. 

a. Downtown. For development within the Hughson 
Downtown, as designated in the Hughson General Plan as Downtown 
Commercial, the off-street parking requirements may be reduced or waived 
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Downtown Parking Plan, are waived in the Downtown Core parking area and

i. Where vehicular parking spaces are shared 
and cooperatively operated by more than one use and there is a parking plan, 
the parking requirement for those uses may be eligible for reduction if either 
of the following circumstances apply: 

a. The uses attract vehicular traffic at different hours of 
the day or on different days ofthe week. Table 17.03.060.2 shows a number 
of uses that can effectively share parking based on this criteria.

Notice ofthe application shall be given by United States 
Mail and shall be mailed at least ten (10) calendar days prior to any 
action on the application. 

Section 3 Severability: If any provision of this Ordinance or application thereof to 
any person or circumstances is held invalid, such invalidity shall not affect other 
provisions or applications ofthe Ordinance which can be given effect without the invalid 
provision or application, and to this end the provisions of this ordinance are severable. 
The City Council hereby declares that it would have adopted this Ordinance irrespective 
of the validity of any particular portion thereof. 

Section 4 No Mandator/ Duty: This ordinance is not intended to and shall not be 
construed or given effect in a manner that imposes upon the city or any officer or 
employee thereof a mandatory duty of care toward persons and property within or 
without the city so as to provide a basis of civil liability for damages, except as othenwise 
imposed by law. 

Section 5 Effective Date: This ordinance of the City of Hughson shall be 
effective thirty (30) days from and after the date of its passage and adoption. 

Section 6 Publication: Within 15 days after its final passage, the City Clerk shall 
cause this Ordinance to be published, and the ordinance posted in full, in accordance 
with California Government Code section 36933.

1. INTRODUCTION: 

The purpose of this document is to provide a guideline for taking actions that will 
strengthen economic growth in the City of Hughson. This strategic plan is intended to 
sustain the quality of life that is enjoyed by residents and to attract new investment that 
expands and diversifies the economic base of the community. 

In 2005, a document called "Hughson Economic Strategy" was prepared for the City by 
Apphed Development Economics. The economic environment in 2011 is much different 
than that of 2005 so we need to be careful in what information is utilized from this report. 
However, there are some very useful aspects of the report that can still be used today. 
Some information found in this document is taken from the 2005 Hughson Economic 
Strategy document. 

Economic Development Vision 

The City of Hughson will become a premier Califomia city known for its high 
quality of life, healthy business centers, and well paying jobs. Additionally, the 
City of Hughson will be known by the business and economic development 
community for being fair, consistent and timely in the review and approval 
processes for commercial and industrial development and business-related permits. 

Economic Development Mission 

To promote the development of infill properties, foster the creation of jobs, and 
streamline the development process. Promote the retention and expansion of 
existing businesses and provide opportunity for our youth, families, and 
community to succeed. 

2. RETAIL ANALYSIS: 

This section is still under development. The City is partnering with the Stanislaus 
Alliance and wil l be working with them on this effort. 

Partnership with the Stanislaus Alliance: 

The City recently entered into a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) with the 
Stanislaus Alliance. Some of the activities the Alliance will be performing on behalf of 
the City are listed below: 

1. Wil l provide a comprehensive scope of economic development services in 
mutual coordination and cooperation with the City and encourage the 
attraction of new businesses, the retention and expansion of existing 
businesses, the development of an entrepreneurial process, and the 
development of new business sites. 
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2. Wi l l assist the City to develop a written eeonomic development strategy 

outlining the goals of the City toward job creation and business 
development. 

3. Wi l l conduct a proactive marketing strategy that will include assisting the 
City in the creation of marketing materials for site promotions, participate 
in specific industry trade shows, conduct calling missions on industry 
relocation executives, site selection consultants and real estate brokers to 
promote and market the City and Stanislaus Coxmty for consideration of 
relocations. 

4. Wi l l provide the City with reports, statistics, retail gap analysis, 
benchmarking data, and demographic information as requested by the City. 

5. Wi l l provide quarterly progress reports to the City's council and staff. 

6. Wi l l assist the city in their pursuit of a grocery store in the community 

7. Wi l l provide a retail gap analysis from Claritas 

8. Wi l l assist the city in the creation of an entrepreneurial center/incubator in 
the city's surplus office building 

9. Wi l l make referrals to the entrepreneurial center from all locations in the 
county. 

10. Wil l assist the city to prepare a forty-acre site suitable for an industrial or 
business park location 

11. Wi l l work with city officials and property owners to facilitate retail in-fill 
projects in the downtown area 

3. SWOT - STRENGTHS WEAKNESSES OPPORTUNITIES THREATS ANALYSIS 

The opportunity to recruit new business, to keep existing ones, and to revitalize existing 
commercial areas is affected by a number of factors, including the availability and price of 
competitive business sites, the readiness of infrastructure to accommodate business 
expansions and relocations, and future regional transportation and development patterns. 
While we may not always think ofHughson as competing with Modesto and other cities, 
its economic fate hinges on its competitive position. 

The SWOT analysis identifies the area's leading strengths, weaknesses, opportunities, and 
threats for economic development. The SWOT analysis provides a systematic scan of the 
current and anticipated future economic development. A well thought-out SWOT analysis 
leads directly to the following set of prioritized physical, marketing, and policy actions: 



Strengths the eommunity can promote; 
Weaknesses the community acknowledges or fixes; 
Opportunities the community can prepare for; 
Threats the community mitigates i f at all possible. 

INTERNAL FORCES: STRENGTHS & WEAKNESSES 

Internal forces are characteristics of the community that local actions tend to be able to 
influence in either the short or mid-term. Internal forces are usually defined in terms of 
strengths and weaknesses. The best way to determine whether a factor is a strength or 
weakness is by comparison with other cities and counties. Comparisons with other areas 
provide a benchmark of progress. 

Strengths are assets or factors that give a cormnunity its competitive advantage and make 
the area an attractive place to be. 

Weaknesses are factors or trends that are obstacles or constraints to economic 
development. Weaknesses can take on several forms; they can be social, physical, 
financial, regulatory, operational, and so forth. In the case of business, weaknesses are 
factors of local economy that make it difficult for a business to start, operate profitably or 
grow. 

Neutral factors are those assets or factors that are neither strengths nor weaknesses or do 
not apply. Not all factors will be able to be categorized as a strength or weakness, for 
example, offering a tax incentive that is similar to those found in other areas. 
Nevertheless, these factors may be critical to the overall economic plan or strategy. 

E X T E R N A L FORCES INFLUENCING THE L O C A L E C O N O M Y 

External forces are those economic factors that are driven by outside forces, and are thus 
generally outside of the influence of local actors. Examples of external factors include: 

• Trade policy and exchange rates 
• Regulatory (state and federal) changes 
• Actions of other governmental bodies 
• Export/import trends 
• Industrial sector shifts 

Social and political changes 
• Demographic trends 

Technological changes 

External factors can represent economic opportunities or threats. Recent business 
downsizing, for example, poses a tlireat in terms of job losses, but it also presents an 
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opportunity: as a firm slieds activities that it normally conducted in-house, whether high­
tech activities such as research and development or low-technology and back office 
activities such as printing, it creates opportunities for business in those areas. Downsizing 
also means that the remaining business is a stronger, more viable operation. 

Opportunities are conditions external to the community that make it easier or possible to 
develop competitive advantages. This includes structural changes in the economy, 
demographic changes in the community, technological changes and so forth. 

Threats are unfavorable trends or developments external to the economy that can lead to a 
loss or decline in a community's competitive advantage or economy in general. 

DOWNTOWN C O M M E R C I A L 

• The city should work with building owners to renovate the key buildings along 
Hughson Avenue, particularly the theater building and other buildings in that block 
on both sides of the street. 
The City should support and enhance existing retailers and offices, particularly the 
florists, grocers, safe company, Braden Fanns and medical office users, and the 
community center services on Third Street. 

• Because of the strong food processing/agricultural focus ofthe area, the city can 
consider a campaign to attract visitors via an agri-tourism program, with the 
downtown and various local fruit stands, retail establishments, and farmers 
markets constituting the core of a bundled package for tours and other ag-related 
activities. As part of the Agri-tourism scheme, the City and Chamber and 
Downtown organization can create a Hughson downtown commercial brochure or 
flyer and can mail it to all residents using the Post Office's mailing services. It can 
be mailed three times spaced at two-week intervals, and can be timed to coincide 
with a weekend festival or other event. 

• The city should also: 
• Actively help existing retailers expand in categories showing leakage, particularly 

those categories that do not have enough leakage to support another store. The city 
should assist those retailers get other forms of small business assistance, including 
training, financing and technical assistance. Invite the SBDC, Alliance staff, Siroli 
Institute and others to conduct small business seminars; 
Recruit new retailers in local-serving and convenience categories showing 
significant leakage, particularly in general merchandise/dry goods, specialty retail 
and restaurants. 

• Make sure all key buildings stay well maintained and fully leased. 
Continue to improve streetscape the entire length; 

• Strengthen the downtown's restaurant offerings and promote its reputation as an 
evening dining spot. This can also be done in conjunction with the agri-tourism 
development. 
Expand the Chamber's services and programs. Organize downtown merchants 
using Main Street Principles. 
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• Install signs directing drivers to downtown on Wliitmore and Hatch approaching 
Santa Fe, and on both directions of Santa Fe. 
Continue to locate as many new and expanding retailers as possible in the 
Downtown storefronts, moving warehousing/storage to side streets, continuously 
improving the downtown image along the way. 

• Continue seeking grants for all projects as they are completed in priority order. 

INDUSTRIAL 
• The growth of the city, and in particular its industrial area, is dependent on 

expanding the existing sewer capacity and its water supply capacity. This 
important effort should be completed A S A P . As soon as water and sewer serve the 
industrial area it can be marketed to larger food processors and other 
manufacturers as well as general industry; 

• The City should continue to participate in Stanislaus Alliance activities, including 
recruiting new industry and other joint marketing programs. 

• The city should create its own industrial attraction brochure or flyer, and should 
actively market the city's industrial land.

Review and Approve Resolution No. 2011-071 Adopting 
the Final Annual Budget of the City of Hughson for Fiscal 
Year 2011/2012. 

Background: 

The Preliminary Budget was adopted in June of 2011. Since that time staff has 
stayed in touch with the Stanislaus County Assessor's Office to receive updates on 
property assessments and has made efforts to monitor economic trends. As new 
information has been received staff has made revisions and refinements to the budget. 
The books for 2010-11 are essentially closed, revealing final spending amounts for the 
past year. Projects that were anticipated to be completed but were not are being carried 
over to FY 2011-12. Over the last couple months changes to the budget have occurred, 
but each of those was individually evaluated. Most of the changes are due to new 
information regarding capital projects that were undertaken. For example, due to 
construction timeline changes for the Waste Water Treatment Plant (WWTP) expansion 
some disbursements for the WWTP Expansion Loan did not transpire in FY 2010-2011. 
As a result, you will notice that revenues in Fund 66 WWTP Expansion are projected to 
increase by $6.1 million and expenditures by $5.64 million. 

This evening's discussion will focus on the Final Budget. Since most ofthe funding 
was adopted with the Preliminary Budget, we will discuss the changes from Preliminary to 
Final. In October (or November) Council will be presented with yearend budget 
adjustments. At that point, a review will be made of the 2010-11 year's activities. Also, at 
that time the Budget Document will be completed. The audit will be completed in 
November, and it would be nice to reflect the final figures. 

A change in General Fund revenue projections occurred when staff was notified 
(after the Preliminary was adopted) that the assessed value of property in Hughson has 
dropped 5% from last year's assessment (not the 2% that was anticipated). This will affect 
the Property Tax Revenue that the City receives. But we will not know how much it will be 
until next week, at the eadiest. Other changes include a drop in Sales Tax, but there is an
